Our preschool program has two major goals for our young students.  First of all, we hope to  

instill in them a love of learning and provide a positive school experience for them.  Since these 

children have many years of schooling ahead of them, we want them to learn to enjoy it.      

Secondly, we want to provide our students with skills and experiences appropriate for their 

ages.  Our youngest preschoolers (Yellow Class) focus on socialization and early learning 

skills, while our older preschoolers (Red and Blue Classes) focus on the social skills and    

readiness skills that they will need to succeed when they reach kindergarten.   

 

Our program will focus on ñdevelopmentally appropriateò practices for children ages three to 

five.  Young children learn by doing:  by exploring the world around them, by trying things out, 

and through ñmeaningful play.ò  What seems like ñplayingò to an adult is often a learning     

experience for a child.  For instance, it is more appropriate to have a child show what he is 

learning about the story sequence of The Three Little Bears by using puppets, a flannel board  

or dramatic play than by showing the same skill by filling out a workbook page.  ñActiveò 

learning creates an enjoyable and memorable learning experience. 

 

Young children like to stay busy.  Each day the children will learn in a variety of situations:  

small group and large group lessons, structured and unstructured activities.  The many subjects 

that we will work on include:

Math Readiness 

Early Writing Skills 

Language Development 

Science  

Fine Motor and Gross Motor Skills 

Music and Art

During time for ñcentersò the children will also have a chance move about the room freely to 

enjoy books, puzzles, science, building, creative arts, imaginative play, and more.  
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Communication:  Good communication between home and school is an 

important part of a successful preschool program.

ƀ Daily folder:  Your teacher will provide a folder that your child will 

bring in daily.  This will be how we exchange papers and notes     be-

tween school and home.  Please empty this folder each day. 

ƀ Newsletters:  You will receive newsletters weekly informing you 

about all that we accomplished at school during the week as well as 

information about     upcoming events. 

ƀ Bulletin Boards:  The bulletin boards just outside of the classroom will be the place to look 

for reminders, upcoming events, and the snack calendar.

Class Rules:  The rules will be kept short and sweet for our young students, but you can see 

that they cover many good social skills and behavior. 

1. Looking eyes (we will be attentive to the speaker/lesson) 

2. Listening ears (we will be polite and attentive listeners) 

3. Quiet mouth (we use ñindoor voicesò and wait for our turn to speak) 

4. Loving hearts (we are polite, caring, loving, respectful and kind to everyone)  

5. Safe hands and feet (we use our toys and supplies in a safe manner, we walk      

indoors, we donôt climb on furniture, etc.) 

 

Behavior:  Good behavior and good manners are very important, not just in pre-

school and in preparing for kindergarten, but throughout all of oneôs life!  We will 

model these social skills and work on them daily.  If your child is having difficulty in 

this area, the teacher will work with the parents to design a plan for improvement.   

 

Clothing:   We will have very busy days at preschool, so please dress your child in 

comfortable clothing that can stand up to the playground, paint, markers, etc.  For 

safety reasons, please do not send your child to school in flip-flops or open-

backed shoes.  Please put your childôs name in sweaters, jackets or any items 

that may be removed during the day.  

 

Extra Set of Clothing:  Accidents happen, but thereôs no need to 

let a major juice spill ruin our day. Please send a complete extra 

outfit (including socks and underwear) in a bag labeled with your 

childôs name and we will store these in the closet ñjust in case.ò   

 

Potty Training :  All students shall be fully toilet trained before attending our  preschool      

program.   
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
